To encourage the awareness of beauty in the world around us

To be aware that everyone has different ideas 

What you will need

· Poem 

· Powerpoint presentation – optional

· Pictures of objects to illustrate poem 
· CD containing song ‘What a wonderful world’ by Louis Armstrong

Assembly

Children enter to ‘What a wonderful world’ by Louis Armstrong and once everyone is seated ask the children to state some of the things they particularly like in the world.
Read the poem ‘What is pink?’ by Christina Rossetti

What is pink? A rose is pink

By the fountain’s brink.

What is red? A poppy’s red

In its barley bed.

What is blue? The sky is blue

Where the cloud’s float thro’.

What is white?  A swan is white

Sailing in the light.

What is yellow? Pears are yellow,

Rich and ripe and mellow.

What is green?  The grass is green,

With small flowers between.

What is violet? Clouds are violet

In the summer twilight.

What is orange? Why an orange,

Just an orange!

At the same time illustrate it with the powerpoint presentation or the pictures of the objects.  After sharing the poem, discuss other things that could have been included to illustrate the poem.  Think about all the wonderful colours in our world.

Yellow is the chosen colour of Martha Care trust because Martha’s favourite colour was yellow.  Colour adds beauty to our world and makes it such a special place to live.  Do you have a favourite colour?  Why is it your favourite colour?  Remind the children that everyone is entitled to their own opinion and we must value everyone’s opinion.
