Talents
Aim

To help children identify their talents and recognise the need to use them so that they can grow and develop 

What you will need

· Pictures of famous talented sportspeople, artists, scientists, authors
· PowerPoint of pictures of a diverse range of talented people.

Assembly

Show each individual picture and ask:
Who is this a photograph of?

What are they famous for?

How do you think they became as good as they are?

After looking at all the photographs and pictures together think of some of the difficulties that these people may have had to overcome eg lack of money or other resources, missing out on other activities because of the extra practise time.  The children will probably come up with lots of interesting suggestions.

Discuss why it is important to keep practising.  Have you ever heard an adult say ‘Practice makes perfect’?  What do you think this means?

Today we are supporting Martha Care Trust.  Martha had a talent; she enjoyed making people smile and she did this by sharing her jokes.  She knew lots and lots of jokes and even when she was in hospital undergoing treatment she always had new jokes to share with the doctors and nurses.  Martha practised her jokes daily and tried to increase her range.  If you have a talent it is important to practice it and share it with others.

Dear God

Thank you for my talents.  Help me to practice so that I can be even better and at times when I meet difficulties help me to persevere and overcome them.  I know that whatever I am doing, you are always there to help me.
Amen
